Minutes: 
 
 Mayor Hale called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM. 
 
Matters of Council Discussion 
 

• Ron Lile with Grace Lutheran Church 
 Description:  Discussions regarding ways the Church can give back to the La Plata 
Community. 
 
 Mr. Lile with Grace Lutheran Church requested Council suggestions on ways the Church 
can give back to the La Plata Community, and described the development of a Ministry Action 
Plan.  Mr. Lile further explained that Grace Lutheran Church will celebrate its 50th Anniversary 
in 2011. 
 
 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to work with Grace 
Lutheran Church and other organizations on Parks clean up and Community Events projects. 
 

• Parks and Recreation -  Comprehensive Master Plan 
 Description:  Staff recommendation for contract award. 
 
 Mr. Mears, followed by Mr. Jenkins briefly discussed the purpose, selection process and 
recommendation to award the contract to ERM, in conjunction with Municipal Financial 
Services Group, and Oasis Design Group to develop the Town’s Comprehensive Parks and 
Recreation Master Plan. 
 
 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to introduce and 
consider adoption, of a Resolution for the purpose of authorizing the Town Manager to enter into 
a contract with ERM, at the March 23, regular meeting. 
 

• Pending Legislation Tentative Schedules 
 Description:  Discussions pertaining to the PRID, Sign and Stormwater Ordinances, 

Hearing and Adoption Tentative Schedules. 
 
 Mr. Mears briefly discussed the pending legislation hearing and adoption tentative 
schedules, and explained that the Stormwater Regulations were still under review. 
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 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to approve the 
pending legislation hearing and adoption tentative schedules. 
 

• Beautification Commission recommendations:  Landscape services, Snowflake lights 
and Banners. 

 
 Councilwoman Mudd briefly discussed the Beautification Commission recommendations 
for landscape services for spring and summer and for the purchase of snowflake lights for the La 
Plata Business Association, and Banners to replace the worn and damaged stock. 
 
 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to approve the 
Beautifications Commission recommendations. 
 

• Appointments to Boards and Commissions 
Description:  Discussions regarding the interview of an applicant to the Planning 
Commission, and the recommendation for appointment. 

 
 Councilman Norris, on behalf of Councilman Back, discussed the interview and 
recommendation for appointment of Mary Grant for the position of Alternate on the Planning 
Commission. 
 
 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to consider the 
appointment of Mary L. Grant as alternate on the Planning Commission at the March 23, regular 
meeting. 
 
Matters of Information 
 

Mr. Mears summarized the Special Events Schedule for the 2010 season. 
 
 Council consensus: Following discussion, the Town Council agreed to the addition of a 
Halloween party with a costume parade, and contest, on October 31, 2010 from 3:00 to 5:00 PM.  
It was further agreed to include more Country bands to the events schedule and to schedule a 
“rain” date for Taste of La Plata.
