Approval of February 1, 2012 minutes.

	Vice Chairman Gallagher moved to approve the minutes of the February 1, 2012 meeting. Chairman Turgeon seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

Matters of Discussion and Review

· Holiday Inn Express, 6860 Crain Highway – Application for a Monument Sign for conversion from a Sleep Inn to Holiday Inn Express.

	Latoya McCollough, representing Holiday Inn Express, presented the revised monument sign plan, which took into consideration the Boards comments of February 1, 2012.  The presentation included two design options.

	Ms. James moved to approve the design option with the one (1) foot four (4) inch riser, for the Holiday Inn Express, 6860 Crain Highway, application for a monument sign.  Councilman Norris seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

· Civista Wound Care Center, 608 Charles Street – Application for Approval of Exterior Renovations.

	Ms. Dent summarized the staff report regarding the proposed renovations for 608 Charles Street.

	Lauri Cress, Mark Dumais, Richard Steffens, Paul Blackwood and Michael App, were present to provide information regarding the application for approval of exterior renovations, for Civista Wound Care Center, 608 Charles Street, exterior renovations.

	The review and discussion included information regarding the existing trim, existing windows and doors, and façade renovations of other buildings in the downtown area.  The expressed goal was to integrate similar design materials on all of the Civista buildings in an effort to create a campus setting.  During discussion, the representatives from Civista agreed to commit to the installation of new doors and windows in clear aluminum that will be similar to those installed on the Hospital building.  The Board provided a recommendation to consider updating the existing landscape.

	Ms. James moved to approve the proposed painted brick, grey roof and clear aluminum windows and doors, for Civista Wound Care Center, 608 Charles Street, application for exterior renovations.  Ms. Hamilton seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

· Planning and Community Development Project Updates – David Jenkins and Theresa Dent [None]

	Chairman Turgeon and Vice Chairman Gallagher briefly discussed the proposed provisions in the electronic sign ordinance, and requested clarification.
