Minutes:

	Chairman Turgeon called the meeting to order at 9:02 AM and led the Board and all attendees in reciting the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of March 7, 2012 minutes.

	Councilman Norris moved to approve the minutes of the March 7, 2012 meeting. Mr. Gallagher seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

Matters of Discussion and Review

· La Plata Wastewater Treatment Plan Curly Hall Road – Courtesy Review Exterior Paint Restoration.

	Bobby Stahl presented the color sample options for the La Plata Wastewater Treatment Plant per the Boards March 7 discussion. 

	Design Review Board Consensus:  Following discussion the Board agreed on Sandstone for the siding and soffit, desert sand for the paint, and musket brown for the trim, as the preferred paint colors for the Wastewater Treatment plant structures.

	Ms. Baierlein moved to approve dessert sand paint color for the La Plata Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Mr. Urso seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

· Charles County Nursing and Rehabilitation Center – Application for Master Sign Plan.

	Ms. Dent summarized the staff report regarding the proposed Master Sign Plan.

	Ron Litten presented the application for a master sign plan (MSP) for the Charles County Nursing and Rehabilitation Center.  Mr. Litten outlined the provisions as outlined in the draft MSP, which proposes new directional signage, and window signage.

	Chairman Turegeon moved to approve, the application for a master sign plan, Charles County Nursing and Rehabilitation Center.  Ms. Baierlein seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

· Rosewick Crossing – Revisions to Master Sign Plan.

	Ms. Dent summarized the staff report regarding the proposed revisions to the existing Master Sign Plan.

	Lori Volheim and Anita Adams presented the application for revisions to the Rosewick Crossing master sign plan (MSP). Ms. Volheim reviewed and discussed the proposed revisions, which included the addition of tenant signage on the rear of the buildings along Rosewick Road, the removal of the existing detached signage on the corner of Route 301 and Rosewick Road, the addition of a 5’6” wide by 20’ tall sign on the Route 301 side of the property, refurbishment of the existing signs on each side of the entrance on Rosewick Road, and provisions for temporary signage.

	Design Review Board Consensus:  Following extensive discussion the Board agreed to defer decision and to request that the applicant revise the proposed MSP for review at a future meeting.  The Boards recommended revisions include:

· Remove the proposal for a new pillar sign on Route 30, and modify the existing sign on the corner of Rosewick Road and Route 301 to allow for visibility from the Northbound and Southbound lanes of Route 301.
· Remove the provision to split the allowable signage between the front and rear of the buildings along Rosewick Road, due to the non-compliance with Town Code.
· Review the existing Lowes signage and compare to current code to update the building signage to a size more in proportion to the building.
· Remove the proposed signage for the sides of Lowes and Giant.
· Consider updating the proposed signage for the entrance to the Center by placing the tenant signage panels in a manner that allows for better readability.

· Town of La Plata – Gateway Signage.

	Ms. Mandley summarized the request from the Beautification Commission, for approval for the update and installation of new LED signage for the North and South bound Route 301 Town Gateway signs.

	Mr. Gallagher moved to approve the application for Town Gateway signage.  Mr. Urso seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.
