

Making La Plata More Efficient

With resources strained by challenges in the economy, it is vital that the Town explore ways to make its operations more efficient to save money, time, and add value to the services provided.  Town staff is charged with finding new ways to improve services, and the Town regularly invests in technology or implements process changes to drive efficiencies.

Efficiency in Tilghman Restroom

When the Town of La Plata began design for the new restroom facility in Tilghman Lake Park, it was recognized that constructing the building to conserve resources was important.  The restroom includes sink faucets that automatically shut off, to prevent water from inadvertently being left on.  Electric air dryers are installed to eliminate the need for paper towels and paper waste from hand drying.  Lighting fixtures are controlled by occupancy sensors inside the building to ensure lights are on only when they are needed.  Interior lighting is also supplemented with solar tubes which bring in natural sunlight into the restroom through the roof.  Exterior lighting is controlled with motion and dusk to dawn sensors to ensure that light only comes on when it is needed.  The facility is also covered with cameras to help deter vandalism at the restroom, pavilion, and in the parking lot.
