Minutes: 
 
 Mayor Hale called the work session to order at 7:02 PM.  
 
Matters of Council Discussion 
 

• General Services Administration – Property at Radio Station Road 
 
 Mayor Hale, followed by Ms. Miner briefly described the letter received from the 
General Services Administration regarding the La Plata Naval Housing on Radio Station Road. 
 
 Council consensus:  Following Discussion the Council agreed to draft a letter of interest 
to the General Services Administration. 
 

• St. Charles ACPT – Project update 
 
 Mr. Jenkins provided an update pertaining to the St. Charles project, and reviewed maps 
of the location, which is adjacent to Laurel Springs, and Tilghman Lake Park. 
 
 Council consensus:  Following Discussion the Council agreed to request a “Natural 
State” buffer and to consider controlled access from the new development to Tilghman Lake 
Park. 
 

• Newsletter Articles 
 
 Ms. Miner discussed the possible change to the Newsletter format. 
 
 Council consensus:  Following discussion the Council agreed to include the Mayor’s 
Corner in every newsletter, to limit the Council Column to a rotation of two (2) members in each 
newsletter, starting in the February/March, 2011 edition, and to include information regarding 
the new format in the December/January edition. 
 

• Update on upcoming events 
 

 Ms. Miner provided an update on upcoming Town Events. 
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 Council consensus:  Following Discussion the Council agreed to find alternative options 
for “Santa”, locate four (4) Council cars for the Salute to Veteran’s Parade, and for staff to create 
and post a sign directing attendees to the activities at Town Hall following the parade. 
 

• Public Hearing Procedures 
 
 Mayor Hale briefly discussed the Public Hearing Procedures and handout. 
 
 Council consensus:  Following discussion the Council agreed to modify number 9 on the 
handout to clarify that questions are posed to the presenter/applicant, and not a back and forth 
dialogue with the audience. 
 
Matters of Information 
 
 Mayor Hale discussed the re-appointment of Hank Payton, as Alternate to the Design 
Review Board, and additional terms that have or are due to expire on various boards and 
Commissions. 
 
 Council consensus:  Following discussion the Council agreed to re-appoint all members 
whose terms are expired or due to expire within the next couple of months.
