Matters of Discussion and Review

· La Plata Village Square, 105 Drury Drive – Application for a Parapet Wall Treatment

	Steve Valentine, Shea Granau, and Joseph Muhr, representing La Plata Village Square, presented the application for a Parapet Wall Treatment.  The proposed treatment included corrugated metal, painted the same smoke grey color to match the doors, windows and roof cap.  The brackets and panels will be built to withstand 110 mile an hour winds and be 3’ and 6” tall, which will screen the rooftop equipment.

	Councilman Norris moved to approve the application for La Plata Village Square, 105 Drury Drive, Application for a Parapet Wall Treatment.  Mr. Kearny seconded the motion and it passed by unanimous vote.

· Rosewick Crossing, Rosewick Road. – Updated Application for Revised Master Sign Plan.
