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The primary purpose of this Foundation shall be to establish, operate, and maintain a Community Foundation to enhance the quality of life and conditions of the citizens of the 
Town of La Plata.  

Grant Making Focus:

1.  Enhance the health, welfare and well-being of the citizens of the Town of La Plata;

2.  Initiate new, and support existing programs to enhance the cultural, social, and educational lives of the citizens of La Plata;

3.  Encourage, support and facilitate philanthropy in La Plata through donor services and community partnerships;

4.  Enhance the quality of life for all citizens by building a community endowment, grant-making and providing leadership on key community issues.  Grant making shall include the distribution of grants received from the Town of La Plata to qualified community organizations.  Grant-making shall be focused primarily, but not necessarily exclusively, on:
-Arts and culture
-Civic Affairs
-Economic Development
-Environmental matters
-Social Services
-Community and neighborhood improvements
-Volunteer support organizations
-Urban beautification; and

5.  Raise and expend funds in support of the foregoing purposes.

Organizations to which Grant Funds may be distributed:  An organization to which the Town Council makes a grant of Town funds may distribute all or a portion of such grant funds to one or more qualified community organizations.  A “Qualified Community Organization” is an organization that meets all of the following criteria:

1.    The organization is a non-stock not-for-profit corporation in good standing, organized under the laws of Maryland.
2.   The corporation has its principal office in the Town of La Plata.
3.  The corporation meets the requirements for tax-exempt status under 26 U.S.C 501, regardless of whether the organization has received recognition of such tax-exempt status.
4.  The corporation is organized for the purpose of providing neighborhood based or community-wide services to citizens of the Town of La Plata and surrounding areas, and promoting their health, safety, and/or welfare.
5.  The corporation enters into a grant agreement.
